How to request “Letter of Provisional Acceptance” for MEXT scholarship
For April/October 2027 Enroliment

Applicants who wish to request a “Letter of Provisional Acceptance” from the Graduate School of Medicine, the
University of Tokyo, must first pass the First Screening conducted by the Japanese Embassy or Consulate
General in their country of nationality. Once you have passed it, please follow the procedures below to apply:

1. Choose one program, department and faculty member as a prospective academic supervisor from the list on
our website.

2. Compile all required documents into a single PDF file, fill out the Microsoft Form, and upload the PDF file to

the designated link within the Form. The file should be named as follows:
*candidate’s name*_2027 MEXT provisional acceptance application.pdf

<Required Documents>

(1) Copy of the Passing Certificate of the First Screening issued by the Japanese Embassy/ Consulate
General

(2)Copies of the following documents ([1],[3] — [11]) submitted to the Japanese Embassy/Consulate,
which have been stamped with the official confirmation seal and returned to you. Documents [8] — [11] are
required only if they were originally submitted to the Japanese Embassy/Consulate.

([1] Application Form, [3] Field of Study and Research Plan, [4] Academic transcript for all academic year of
university attended, [5] Certificate of graduation or degree certificate of the university attended, [6] Recommendation
letter from the president/dean or the academic advisor at the current or last university attended, [7] Medical
Certificate, [8] Abstracts of theses, [9] Certificate of language proficiency, [10] Recommendation letter from the
present employer, [11] Photograph(s) showing applicant's own works of art or a digitally recorded media of musical
performance)

3. Submit the Microsoft Form and all required documents by the deadline specified below. Late submissions
will not be accepted under any circumstances, so please ensure you strictly adhere to the deadline (Japan
Standard Time). Please note that your application will not be considered if any required documents are missing
or incomplete.

Embassy Recommendation: Thu, August 13, 2026, 17:00 (Japan Standard Time) Strict Deadline
Students from China: To be determined

<Notes>

(1) The Graduate School of Medicine will conduct a screening based on the submitted documents, and
applicants will be notified of the results from Wednesday, September 16 onwards. If your application is approved,
a “Letter of Provisional Acceptance” will be issued by the Graduate School._Please note that individual faculty

members are not authorized to issue this letter directly to applicants.

(2) Applicants who receive a Letter of Provisional Acceptance from the Graduate School of Medicine will initially
enroll as a “Postgraduate International Research Student” (Non-degree student) in principle. To enter a

regular Master’s or Doctoral program, you must separately take and pass the required entrance examination.
Please check the Graduate School of Medicine website for the latest admissions information.
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(3) Documents submitted to request a Letter of Provisional Acceptance for the MEXT Scholarship cannot be
used or transferred for your entrance examination application. When applying for the entrance examination,
you must submit a fresh, separate set of required documents as specified in the relevant admission guidelines.
